Although we are mission driven, the pages that follow will give you an accurate account of our
financial good health. What they do not account for is the tremendous success of the NativityMiguel model. A
model that: is Faith Based, Serves Economically Poor and Marginalized, has an Extended Day and Extended
Year, makes a Commitment Beyond Graduation, has A Holistic Education and Partners with the Family

As exciting as our first graduation was on June 12, 2008, we truly will not know our success until June of 2012

when our first students graduate from high school. Mayor Michael Nutter in his inaugural address stated that
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seeking to cut the drop out rate in half over the next 5 to 7 years. La Salle Academy faces a more challenging

goal: we plan to have a 100% Graduation rate in 4 years.

At the same time, we want to introduce the face of our students for the 2008+ 2009 school year. We are 53 boys
and 37 girls. Of the 90 students, 51% are Latino, 26% African American, and 23% are Caucasian. We are being
faithful to our mission. Our average gross income is $17,275. Yet the reality is that 19 of our families are making
under $10,000 a year; 16 additional families are between 10,000 and $20,000 and 14 families are between $20,000
and $30,000.
